Populasi sejumlah 14 Bank 

Umum Syariah yang diawasi oleh Otoritas Jasa Keuangan (OJK) kemudian 

dilaukan teknik (purposive sampling) atau sampel bertujuan dengan menetapkan 

beberapa kriteria sehingga diperoleh tiga bank umum syariah. Peneliti melakukan 

metode pengumpulan data dokumentasi yang berasal dari sumber data sekunder 

berupa laporan tahunan bank selama periode pengamatan. Hasil penelitian 

menunjukkan bahwa rasio kesehatan ketiga bank fluktuatif, Bank Mandiri Syariah 

dan BNI Syariah di akhir periode pengamatan 2019 memiliki nilai rasio yang 

semakin baik. 

Hasil rasio kinerja keuangan menunjukkan nilai rasio yang fluktuatif, Bank 

Mandiri Syariah dan BNI Syariah di akhir periode pengamatan 2019 memiliki 

nilai rasio yang semakin baik. Rasio kesehatan bank sebagai alat ukur kinerja 

keuangan berbanding lurus, artinya jika perusahaan memiliki nilai rasio kesehatan 

baik maka kinerja keuangan pun memiliki nilai yang baik pula; rasio kinerja 

keuangan bank dapat menginterpretasikan rasio kesehatan bank.

This study aims to determine the analysis of bank health ratios as a means of 

measuring the financial performance of Islamic Commercial Banks for the 2015-

2019 period.  

This type of research is descriptive quantitative. A population of 14 Islamic 

Commercial Banks supervised by the Financial Services Authority (OJK) then 

performed a purposive sampling technique or a sample aimed at setting several 

criteria in order to obtain three Islamic commercial banks. Researchers used the 

method of collecting documentation data from secondary data sources in the form 

of bank annual reports during the observation period. The results showed that the 

fluctuating health ratios of the three banks, Bank Mandiri Syariah and BNI 

Syariah at the end of the 2019 observation period had a better ratio value.  

The results of the financial performance ratios show a fluctuating ratio value, 

Bank Mandiri Syariah and BNI Syariah at the end of the 2019 observation period 

have a better ratio value. The health ratio of the bank as a measuring tool for 

financial performance is directly proportional, meaning that if the company has a 

good health ratio value, the financial performance will also have a good value; 

bank financial performance ratios can interpret bank health ratios.  
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
